1 — All Pennsylvania Boating and Fishing Regulations in
effect.

2 — Top 5 finishers subject to Polygraph test.

3 — Prizes and Awards by Total Team Weight.

4 — Contestants may register in pairs, fish with your own
partner

5 — Life Jackets must be worn while combustion engine
is running.

6 — Any type of legal fishing methods can be used,
fishing from boat only.

7 — One functional livewell per boat or one cooler with an
aeration system mandatory.

8 — Teams coming in after posted deadline will be
subject to immediate disqualification.

9 — No team will be allowed within 50 feet of another
boat.

10 — Ties will be broken by the single heaviest fish.

11 — Six(6) fish limit per boat.

12 — Fish will be measured mouth closed, tail slightly
compressed. Penalty of 20z per dead fish.

13 — The use of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs is
strictly prohibited during tournament.

14 — No littering on or off water.

15 — Fish for Life reserves the right to modify or change
the rules and regulations, if and when needed.

16 — Tournament will go off rain or shine.

17 — Protest must be made within thirty(30) minutes of
end of weigh-in.

18 — The Tournament committee’s decision is final.

19 — Failure to observe tournament rules will result in
disqualification and forfeiture of fees.

20 — No team boat allowed on shore except in case of
emergency.

21 — All fish becomes property of Fish for Life to be
released.

22 — BASS — Largemouth or Smallmouth Bass, 12” min.
length. No live bait, Artificial ONLY. 6 fish limit.

23 — WALLEYE — Walleye, Sauger, and Saugeye. 15°
min. length, 6 fish limit.
